
SBS LAB ɀ Upgrading to VCSA 6.7 

1. Right click on your vcsaXYZ  VM, mouse over Snapshot s , and then choose Take Snapshot .

 
 

a. Wait 2-3 minutes for snapshot to complete.  

 
 

b. Your web client session might disconnect. Click OK. 

 
 
NOTE: if you were curious about the progress of the snapshot, you could login to the Embedded Host Client 
(https://esxXYZ.vmclassroom.com/ui) and view the progress. Because the VCSA is the only impacted item, you can 
still see the progress bar in the Embedded Host Client. When the snapshot is complete, VCSA will function fine 
again.

2. From your VDI desktop, connect to the share (\ \ share \ files \ vSphere67 ) and right-click on the VCSA 6.7 installer 

and choose Mount . 

 



3. Once mounted, browse to the win32 folder and double click to run the inst aller  app.

 
 

4. Choose Upgrade .

i. Set the deployment size to Tiny  and click Next .

 
 

j. Choose your XYZ datastore  and click Next .

 
k. In this dialog, because we now have more than one network (Port Group), be sure to choose the active vSphere 

Management Network which is VM Network. Assign a temporary IP equivalent to your DEF variable (40 higher 
than your number). 



 
 

l. Review your selections and click Finish . Now you get to wait 20-30 minutes, so relax!

 



m. Excellent! Click Continue .

 
 

5. Proceed with Stage 2. Click Next .
